Å Adds new Section 402(s) to the Clean Water Act, 33 
USC 1342(s), which incorporates US EPAôs 2012 
Integrated Planning Framework document into law.

Å Enables a local government to identify the most 
important issues on which it will spend its limited public 
dollars, and to maximize those expenditures by 
integrating with other municipal programs.

Å Allows a local government to incorporate its Integrated 
Plan into NPDES permits rather than be subjected to a 
federal consent decree.

ÅEstablishes an office of Municipal Ombudsman to help 
EPA implement this framework and to assist local 
governments with Clean Water compliance.
