A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF HOUSE BILL 170, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, House Bill 170 would allow, in addition to first responders, others, including family members and friends, to carry and administer Naloxone to individuals evidencing symptoms of a heroin overdose; and,

WHEREAS, this drug will reverse the effects of a heroin overdose; and,


WHEREAS, House Bill 170 has already passed both chambers of the Ohio General Assembly and is awaiting Governor Kasich’s signature;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARMA, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1.  That this Council hereby supports House Bill 170 allowing first responders, family members and friends to carry and administer Naloxone to individuals evidencing symptoms of a heroin overdose.
Section 2.  That the Clerk of Council be, and he hereby is, directed to forward a true and accurate copy of this Resolution to Governor Kasich and all State Senators and State Representatives in the Cuyahoga County Delegation.

Section 3.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements.

Section 4. That this Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare of the City of Parma, and for the further reason that this measure is necessary in order to demonstrate the timely support of this House Bill, and this Resolution shall become immediately effective upon receiving the affirmative vote of two-thirds of all members elected to Council and approval of the Mayor, otherwise from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
