This is designed for the more committed skater (in addition to their regular group or private lessons)
as a transition into more serious aspects of the sport. Must have passed USFS moves in the field tests. The program
director’s approval and a small try-out are mandatory!

Skaters should wear warm gloves,
jacket or sweater, and a hat. Try to arrive 15 minutes before class begins to put on skates and outerwear.
